assing legislation is much
P like constructing a puzzle...

often, you start assembling the
perimeter pieces together, then work
toward the center as the true picture
emerges. That metaphor holds ever
truer with the increasing complexity
and difficulty of the proposed
legislation-and certainly holds true for
our 2012 FPMA legislative agenda.

In the most recent PCO Magazine,

I mentioned that the centerpiece of our
2012 legislative agenda would be some
type of relief from local ordinances
affecting fertilizer applications and
lawn care/pest management companies.
That relief would most likely take the
form of some type of professional
exemption from the most onerous
provisions of these ordinances, such
as the scientifically unproven and
agronomically unfeasible “blackout
periods”, usually in the spring and
summer months. We are now exploring
our options, discussing positions
with fellow green industries groups,
considering possible opposition to
our efforts and working on details
with members who are specialists in
the field, all in the hopes of having
draft legislation soon. Our timetable
is somewhat compressed by the
redistricting battles expected next year
and the early start of the 2012 legislative
session. The February 9th opening has
driven the committee process back as
well, with hearings beginning in mid-
September. Our goal of relief from
local ordinances hinges on us being
ready with plans and strategy formed
in time for committee consideration
and assignment to a limited number
of allowable bills, so FPMA is already
moving forward and placing those
“puzzles pieces” together. Stayed tuned
for further updates and be active this
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session when call upon for action!

One important reason FPMA has
the pieces to the complex legislative
“puzzle” is the support of campaigns
of those legislators who consider our
well-reasoned positions and respond
favorably when we and our team in
Tallahassee, Missy Timmins and Matt
Farrar of Timmins Consulting, presents
them. Pest-PAC is the political action
committee affiliated with the pest
management profession; with an 85%
success rate of supporting candidates
in the 2010 elections season, Pest-PAC
has a proven track record. With the
2012 election season looming again,
be on the lookout for a request for
support of Pest-PAC arriving this fall-it
will take substantial resources to make
an impact with the next legislature.

It is the right of all Floridians to take
part in the electoral process, and your
freedom of speech can be expressed in
financial support of the organization
that represents your industry in the
political process. When that pledge
card arrives in the mail, commit your
financial support and be engaged in the
next elections! It is only through the
election of good leadership that we can

The Harry J. Balcom Legend award is presented to
an Allied Member who has been dedicated to the pest
management profession and FPMA.

He was remained a consistent
and constant training presence for the profession, and
currently serves as the FPMA Education Committee Chair,
where he continues to champion innovative training, such
as the statewide polycom broadcasts of Pest Management
University Facilities IPM training and Last Call CEUs,
featuring speakers of Dr. Koehler’s Southeastern Pest
Management Conference.

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DACS OFFICIAL ISSUES ENFORCEMENT ISSUES SURVEY OF STATE REGULATORY ISSUES

Steve Dwinell of DACS chaired a State FIFRA Issues and Evaluation Group (SFIREG) committee which surveyed state pesticide
regulatory agencies on top enforcement problems and priorities. SFIREG, a federal advisory committee comprised of state
pesticide regulators (SLAs) that advises EPA on pesticide program issues, conducted two surveys of SLAs from May 5 to May
27,2011 using a web-based surveying tool to determine the top enforcement problems and priorities, and expected impacts

from resource changes.

One survey was of agricultural and golf course, turf and ornamental, and other “non-agricultural” pesticide regulatory
programs. The other surveyed programs regulating structural pest control, which in some states includes turf and ornamental
type pesticide applications. Complete results of the surveys will be posted at the SFIREG website: http://aapco.ceris.purdue.edu/

SLAs were asked to identify the top three violations observed in their states and their top three enforcement priorities. 43
states responded to the survey of structural pest control regulatory programs. 32 of these cited failure to keep required records
as one of the top three violations, 25 cited pesticide misuse, and 22 cited unlicensed and uncertified applicators as one of the top
three violations. 31 states identified unlicensed and uncertified applicators as one of the top three priorities, 29 cited pesticide
misuse, and 18 cited record keeping failures. 35 states cited responding to citizen complaints as one of the top three priorities.

SLAs were provided with the option to identify topics that EPA has identified as priorities for focus areas or additional
activities, such as school IPM, and Clean Water Act (NPDES) implementation as either top concerns for violations observed
or top priorities for enforcement programs. These categories had low responses - with eight states identifying school IPM as a
priority, and only one state identifying Clean Water act (NPDES) implementation as an enforcement priority.
